Camp Wind-in-the-Pines is a summer day camp for school-aged children located on Stiles Reservoir in Leicester 
and provides a wonderful opportunity for your child to explore nature and participate in recreational water sports. 
The camp has an ample amount of sandy beach and lake front property with a boathouse and dock, several 
recreation halls, a ball fi eld and nature trails. The bath house is equipped with private rest rooms, showers and 
changing areas for campers.

counselor-in-training

Once campers enter their teens they want a different experience—the Counselor-in-Training program (CIT) at 
Camp Wind-in-the-Pines provides teens with just that. The CIT program prepares teens to become future 
leaders by developing self-esteem, peer relations, interpersonal skills, and leadership techniques. CIT 
participants will also receive training to prepare them to work with adults, peers, and children. Training 
includes: Child Development, Group Dynamics, Curriculum Development, Confl ict Resolution, and Child 
Abuse Prevention Training.
